[ understand that my privilege to use KWS provided technology equipment may be revoked, suspended, or
limited at any time for any violation of this Agreement, or any other violation of the KWS’s policies, student
code of conduct or federal, state, or local laws. KWS will be the sole arbiter of what constitutes a violation.

4. Release: Irelease and agree to hold KWS, and all other sponsoring organizations related to the Internet
connection, from any and all liability foreseeable or unforeseeable for damages or injury resulting directly
or indirectly from the use of the provided technology equipment.
